The county is bordered by the North Branch of the Potomac River along the North, separating West Virginia from Maryland.  The geologic setting and landscape history make the Potomac Highlands 
one of the most scenic areas within the central Appalachian Mountains.  

Mineral County has many types of attractions including Jennings Randolph Lake (approximately 6.6 miles long with a surface area of 915 acres) with a beach area, boat launch, camping, and an activity almost every weekend during the warmer months; outdoor recreation areas; golf courses; several historical locations; local museums; scenic drives; farms to visit; unique shopping experiences; two hotels, cabins (some primitive) and several alternative rental properties; and all types of restaurants including one at the local airport in Wiley Ford.  Two local businesses were runners-up in WVLiving Magazine’s 2023 Best of West Virginia: North Branch Brewing Co. (best local watering hole) and Wayne’s Country Fresh Meats (best butcher shop), which is more than just a butcher shop!

Located in Elk Garden, Jennings Randolph Lake provides a picnic area, beach, trails and boat launch.  The picnic area includes three covered pavilions that hold up to 50 guests, picnic tables, grills, restroom facilities, playground, sand volleyball court, horseshoe pits, and more.  There are three trails:  High Timber Trail (.8 miles), Lakeside Trail (.75 miles), and Sunset Trail (1.8 miles).  Shaw Beach is a 200-foot swim beach with a changing station/restroom, wash station, playground equipment, and more.  Lifeguards are not present, but safety throwing rings are available.  Beach rules and regulations are posted on the bulletin board.  Howell Boat Launch is located off Route 46 and consists of a two-lane concrete ramp with a floating dock for temporarily loading and unloading boats.  Motorboats, sailboats, and other watercraft frequent the lake, with water skiing and fishing being the most popular.  The lake is primarily stocked with trout but also has large/small-mouth bass and walleye.  

The overlook provides a panoramic view of the dam, outlet works, and lake.  A rare geologic structure known as “Waffle Rock” is showcased at the overlook.  It is a portion of the sandstone bedrock that was folded on itself and fractured during the formation of the Appalachian Mountains over 300 million years ago.

[image: ]The North Branch of the Potomac is a whitewater rafting river for the entire family.  Whitewater releases from Jennings Randolph Lake tumble down a continuous gradient of sandstone ledges and cobbles providing class I, II, and III rapids in close succession, comprised of waves and rollers up to six feet high.  Short spells of calm water permit bailing, relaxation and swimming.  Trip length is seven miles.  The launching area is located in the Barnum Whitewater Area (BWA).  Parking and restroom facilities are available at the launch site.  The Mineral County Parks & Recreation Commission has instituted a $5.00 per person fee for all individuals entering BWA on release dates.  Each release is from 10am - 4pm.

Whitewater releases from Jennings Randolph Lake are scheduled in April and May.  The maximum flow is 1500 cubic feet per second (CFS) during a whitewater release.

The North Branch of the Potomac River is fast becoming one of the best trout streams in West Virginia.  Access to the North Branch is via the Barnum Whitewater Area.  There is approximately one mile of river frontage along the old CSX railway.

The West Virginia Department of Natural Resources (DNR) stocks lakes and rivers in Mineral County.  The schedule is as follows:  the lake at Larenim Park in January and March; New Creek (Grant County line downstream 13 miles to Keyser) once in January, twice in February, and once each week from March through May; and North Branch of the Potomac River (from Barnum downstream one mile) once each month from February through May and once during the two weeks after Columbus Day week.

(B&O) railhead in Keyser for shipping to the eastern market.  Construction began in early 1911, and before the end of the year, the railroad had reached Burlington, West Virginia.  The freight and passenger station built in Burlington is still standing.  The line was completed to northern Grant County in 1912

Railroad 
was a good idea when it was built, but innovation made it obsolete in eight short years.  The line never showed a profit.  It was shut down in 1919 with the last run being in February of that year.

The French and Indian war was a conflict between Britain and France, fought in North America over disputed territory. Indian nations aligned themselves with whichever side they felt would be more advantageous to their interests. Twenty-two-year-old George Washington was sent on a mission to support William Trent, who was building a Fort at the site of modern-day Pittsburgh. While Washington was on his way, the French had driven Trent away from the Fort and continued building it for themselves, naming it Fort Duquesne. As Washington neared the Fort, he joined up with a friendly Indian party, then attacked a French scouting party commanded by Joseph Coulon de Jumonville on May 28, 1754. Jumonville was killed during the battle, known as the battle of Jumonville Glen, thus starting the war.

Washington retreated, knowing he would be followed by the French, and built Fort Necessity near present-day Uniontown, Pennsylvania. The Fort was built hastily as a circular Fort. When the French finally arrived on July 3rd, commanded by none other than Jumonville's brother, they attacked and quickly forced Washington to surrender the indefensible Fort. This is the only time in Washington's life that he surrendered. Jumonville allowed Washington and his men to leave under arms after getting him to sign a document written in French that essentially was a confession to starting the war. 

The following year, General Edward Braddock left England with a force of 1500 British regulars bound for America. George Washington was made an assistant to Braddock and they made Fort Cumberland, the starting point for Braddock's expedition to retake Fort Duquesne. Nearing Fort Duquesne in June of 1755, the British army was ambushed by French and Indian forces who decimated them, killing or wounding a thousand, including Braddock who died four days later. Washington led the survivors back to Virginia. 

With no British troops left to protect Virginia, Indian raids became fierce, terrorizing frontier homesteads, burning homes, crops, and buildings, and scalping men and kidnapping women and children. Governor Dinwiddie made Washington a Colonel and gave him command of the Virginia Regiment with additional men authorized by the colony. Two Companies of Rangers were authorized to protect Hampshire County, which included present day Mineral County. Captain William Cocke had 1st Company, and Captain John Ashby was given 2nd Company. Both Captains set about recruiting men for their commands, and by early September, Ashby had thirty-two Rangers.

Washington ordered the construction of the Fort located in present day Fort Ashby, West Virginia, in late October, 1755. Capt. Ashby's company finished the construction quickly, as the danger of attack from the Indians was great. Most, if not all, civilians around Fort Ashby had already been killed or driven off by the time the fort was constructed. 

Once the Fort was constructed, Ashby and his 32 Rangers patrolled the area between Fort Cumberland to the North, and Fort Cocke, ten miles to the south on Pattersons Creek. They also escorted military parties and supply wagons along the road. Fort Ashby 
[image: ]continued to be manned by Virginia Regiment soldiers until May of 1757.

The tide of the war changed completely when a British force of 6000 soldiers, led by British General John Forbes, including those from Virginia's frontier Forts, as well as other colonies, formed in 1758 to take Fort Duquesne. The French won the first battle against an advance party of the British soldiers but abandoned the Fort when they realized they had no chance against an army 10 times larger than their own. The Indians perceived the French withdrawal as a major weakness, and their attacks on the English colonists were dramatically reduced. 

With the French out of the picture, and the Indian attacks nearly stopped, Ashby's Fort was never manned again.

Northwestern Turnpike from Burlington to New Creek features several places to have a meal, get a snack, and/or shop!  The Burlington Café (1520) and the Village Restaurant (1588) are neighboring restaurants that complement each other from hours to menu items, and both have a daily special.  Flying W Farms (2939) is a restaurant with both indoor and outdoor seating that also features fresh meats, produce, and desserts, as well as a few crafts for sale. The Burlington General Store (3074) is a small country store with gas/diesel/propane, groceries, pizza & wings, hardware, automotive, and just about anything else you may need.  Continue to Criterion West/Garden Shack (3365), a unique collection of gifts and items to pamper yourself, your house, and your garden.  Traveller’s Rest/Stone House (5772) has an indoor flea market (sometimes with a hot breakfast and lunch) and the new Twin Mountain & Potomac (TM&P) Railroad display. M&S Desserts and Bakery (133 N Main Street) specializes in all varieties of pastries and cakes. Queens Point Coffee Shop and North Branch Brewing (101 Armstrong Street) share a building with one providing multiple coffee drinks, breakfast/lunch menu items, and bakery items; and the other a small batch brewery featuring other local brewers on-tap and food items with nightly specials and events such as Trivia Night and live entertainment.  Friends of Felines and Ferals (113 Armstrong Street) draws your attention with adorable cats and kittens in the window of this feline rescue.  Fat Bottom Grille (191 Armstrong Street) cooks up big, juicy burgers, steaks, and street tacos bringing new flavors as well as some old favorites to the area.
